Assignment #1: Due:

1. Name Page Design
2. List 3 goals you have for this class and 3 goals for the school year.
3. Draw a leaf from a tree. You will need to tape the leaf down on a sketchbook page next to your drawing. 
4. Draw a plant. It can be real or fake but work on an observational drawing.

5. Draw a pair of sunglasses from observation

6. Visual Research: Look up Pablo Picasso and print out three images representing his work. Then write what compositional elements and principles you notice in his art work. 
7. Draw a cube. Turn the cube into a house or cabin working on perspective. 
8. Trace your hand and fill the negative space with pattern and design. 
9. Draw a tree from observation. Taking a picture with your camera phone will be helpful.

10. Write down your favorite lyrics from your favorite song. Explain how the words inspire or motivate you.

Assignment #2: Due:          October 29, 2014  


1. Make a list of the things you love. Draw one of them.
2. Draw a tube of toothpaste.
3. Draw a shoe using pencil and erasers only.
4. Draw a coffee mug and a clear drinking glass in the same composition. 

5. Draw a fruit cut in half
6. Cut out an eye from a magazine then glue it down on your sketchbook pate and turn it into an interesting face using pencil or color pencil.
7. Draw a pencil in perspective 

8. Draw a detail of a flower.  Taking a picture with your camera phone will be helpful.
9. Draw a shoe 
10. Make two lists: the list of traits that you like in a friend and the traits you dislike in a friend. 

Assignment #3: Due:          December 5, 2014


1. Draw with your eyes closed a self-portrait.
2. Draw a water bottle or soda can from observation.
3. Sit in a quiet place for at least 20 minutes and list all the sounds that you hear.  

4. Describe 5 traits that you like about yourself as a child.
5. Draw your front or back door.
6. List 5 childhood accomplishments. Example: I learned to read and I read the Harry Potter series.
7. List 20 things you enjoy doing
8. Take a picture of a friend’s eye (open) and draw it from observation
9. Draw a self portrait, using graphite, blending and shading techniques.

10. Draw a self portrait using a color medium (color pencil, oil pastel, watercolor, etc.). 

11. Reflect on your semester’s worth of work in your sketchbook and write a reflection about your strengths, weakness and areas of growth.
